One letter of recommendation based on community service participation.

7. One-page type written double space personal essay addressing career plans, how this scholarship will
enhance future goals and what [ want to do in the future to give back to the Kaua’i community.

8. Applicant shall submit a copy of the official letter of acceptance from college, university or trade school
that applicant will attend or a statement explaining acceptance before scholarship check is issued.
