The	Huddy	Family	Foundation	honors	
the	legacy	of	William	“Bill”	Huddy,	who	was	a	firm	believer	in	sharing	and	uplifting	those	who	are	less	
fortunate.		His	daughter,	Heidy	Huddy-Yamamoto,	alumna	Class	of	1968,	and	grandson	William	Kimo	Huddy,	
alumna	class	of	1989,	carries	forth	his	wishes	to	support	students	with	the	desire	to	pursue	a	higher	
education	and	with	intentions	to	give	back	to	the	Kaua’i	community.	One	of	the	three	scholarships	will	be	
given	preference	to	a	graduate	with	a	hearing	impairment.

Terms	of	Application	for	Scholarships	

1. Applicant	must	be	a	graduate	of	the	Kapa‘a	High	School	Class	of	2022.	
2. Applicant	has	been	involved	in	Hawaiian	cultural	activities	such	as:	Mo’oleo	(language),	hula,	

agriculture,	wayfinding,	crafts,	music	and	genealogy.	
3. Applicant	shall	have	a	grade	point	average	of	2.0	or	higher.	
4. If	awarded,	the	individual	must	email	a	brief	write	up	and	photo	describing	the	scholarship’s	impact	

after	 starting	 at	 the	 higher	 learning	 institution	 for	 posting	 on	 the	 Kapa‘a	 High	 School	 Foundation’s	
website.	

5. Applicant	must	apply	on	the	Application	Form	made	available	through	The	Huddy	Family	Foundation	
Scholarship	via	the	Kapa‘a	High	School	Foundation	available	at	the	Counselors’	office	or	online	at	the	
Kapa‘a	High	School	Foundation’s	website	or	official	Facebook	page.		

6. Applicants	must	submit,	along	with	the	Application	Form,	a	Resume	summarizing	the	applicant’s	
academic,	extracurricular	&	community	activities.	

7. One	letter	of	recommendation	based	on	community	service	participation.	
8. One-page	type	written	double	space	personal	essay	addressing	career	plans,	how	this	scholarship	will	

enhance	future	goals	and	what	I	want	to	do	in	the	future	to	give	back	to	the	Kaua’i	community.	
9. Applicant	shall	submit	a	copy	of	the	official	letter	of	acceptance	from	college,	university	or	trade	school	

that	applicant	will	attend,	or	statement	explaining	acceptance	before	scholarship	check	is	issued.	
10. These	documents	should	be	legible	and	properly	attached	to	the	application	form.		See	specific	return	

instructions	provided	on	page	2	of	this	document.
